Chief Bill called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.

ITEM 1- ADOPTION OF AGENDA

ITEM 2- MINUTES

Read minutes of September 21, 2005 and read minutes of November 2, 2005.

ITEM 3- OLD BUSINESS

Randy Restoule asked if we are going to still get high speed internet. Christine explained that we are still on the list for Blue Sky Network to hook us up. We were suppose to get it by summer 2006. The school is hooked up to high-speed through K Net and they will be hooking up the health center and band office in near future. Individual clients will have to wait until summer 2006.

ITEM 4- ANNOUNCEMENTS

A) KEN DOKIS NEW SERGEANT

Ken Dokis is new sergeant for Dokis-Nipissing. He started on January 9th, 2006 and is living with his mom here in Dokis for now. He is starting his shifts here in Dokis at the detachment so there will be increased police presence here.

B) CONSTITUTION COMMITTEE

There was a proposal sent to UOI for Dokis to start a committee for constitution/governance issues for Dokis. There has been a few First Nation’s who already developed their own constitution and the Union of Ontario Indians are accepting 5 more this year. We will utilize the expertise of those First Nation’s who have already completed the project. The committee attended training in Sault Ste. Marie on January 9th & 10th. The committee members are Terry Restoule, Veronica Dokis, Gladys Goulais, Teresa Restoule, Simone Craig, Bev Restoule and Cory Restoule (president). There will be a ratification vote once the committee has finalized the constitution for Dokis. Please watch for more info and become involved in process. We need your input! The training touched on areas such as membership, land etc. If we continue with the INAC membership policies, there will be no status members in Dokis in 20 years. We need to protect our future generations.

C) 2ND BRIDGE

Chief and Council have approved a proposal to Heritage Fund to remove and replace the 2nd bridge. Chief and Council are still working on the bridge issue.

D) LANDS CODES

Chief and Council are actively meeting with INAC and NRCAN to discuss and approve our legal land description for Dokis. Gerry is working towards the completion of the land codes with the land code committee to get a spring vote date. There will be on-going info sessions taking place to inform community so we have a chance for input before vote.

E) INAC ANNUAL SESSION

Christine and Teresa attended an annual info session on budget changes given by INAC on January 31st in Sudbury.

F) WELLNESS CENTRE

The Grand opening was held today for the wellness center. There is now exercise equipment for all to use. The elders and others are using the exercise equipment regularly. There will be lots of great programs to come at Wellness center.

G) BY LAW TRAINING

Christine, Gerry and Ken will be attending by-law training on February 7,8,9th in Sudbury. It is important to be able to develop and police by laws that are approved under the Indian Act in several areas.

H) OFNLP & ONTARIO CHIEFS MEETING

Chief Bill will be attending OFNLP and Ontario Chiefs meeting week of February 6 to 10th.

I) ELECTIONS

Our elections are set for May 6th, 2006.

J) NOMINATIONS

Nomination date not yet set but probably March 2nd, 2006.

K) HONOURABLE DAVID RAMSEY

Honourable David Ramsey and Honourable Norm Miller will be in our First Nation on Feb.16th, 2006. There will be an on-site visit. There will be a tour of Dokis to discuss issues. Main bridge repairs will also be discussed. There will be a fish fry at noon.

ITEM 5- REQUESTS

Brian Lariviere asked about the roof to cover the air system. Christine told Brian that she thought Roger was looking after it. Roger explained that Kent Trusses said they can’t use a certain trust and needed the height measurements of the complex. Roger said it was too complicated and he hasn’t given us a price, as the truss issues will need to be resolved first. Brian and Christine will problem solve a solution and report back.

Mike Dokis wanted to know if he could speak to Chief Bill regarding a proposal for Casino Rama. Chief Bill asked him for more information. He said he wants to be able to create a job for a few band members and open a big area. He would like it to be a make work project for whole community. He wants to clear 1000 by 1000 to have a pasture. It would cost approx $100,000 to clear area. Chief Bill suggested Mike call Cory to make an appointment to see if he could assist. 

Brian Lariviere asked if we could close off the outside stage and use it for open storage. All Chief and Council said it would be a great idea. There is never enough storage.

Carl Dokis asked if we could plow his drive way. He wanted to know how the snow plowing works. We all said that if he is in a rental unit he is on the list of places to be plowed. Christine said that the blue truck just got new tires and the red truck was broken. The outside crew just can’t keep up but it will get done. Earl does have a priority list, which includes elders and disabled as priority. Carl asked if the nasty bump at the bridge could be fixed. Christine will mention to Earl to see what could be done. 

Randy Restoule informed us that the website stated the band meeting is on February 8th, 2006. Christine will get Annelise to change.
