The Band Meeting was called to order at 7:30PM. Chief Denise Restoule stated that there was no quorum of Council, they cannot approve anything and can only proceed with announcements.

Adoption of Agenda:
Due to lack of quorum, there is no Adoption of Agenda.

Minutes of Last


Meeting: 
The Chief announced that no minutes are available from the last band meeting held August 8, 2006 as Christine Dokis (Band Manager) did not complete.

Old Business From

Minutes:
Denise announced that there is no old business from previous minutes as minutes were not completed by the band manager.

Announcements

& Reports:
Council informed band members present, of the Mega Power Station Tour attended in Sept-Isle, Quebec on August 21st to 23rd, 2006. Denise said two sites were visited and they were very impressed with what they saw. It was mentioned that now is the time to seriously look into the hydro dam project. Meetings with Public Works will be scheduled sometime at the end of September.

Denise reported that a free trip was offered by Rene Lahaie (Rene’s Cruises) to the band and it was decided that our elder’s be offered the trip. A flyer was put out to the community and from the number of responses received, a total of 12 elders participated. It was mentioned that the feedback from elders was that they were very pleased with the trip, it was a very nice gesture, well planned and very enjoyable. Chief and Council said that another trip like this could be planned again next summer if there is interest.


Council provided an update on the Lagoon meeting. INAC is very slow to do work to our lagoon. Council met with Flaherty and they are working on a submission on the Band’s behalf to present to INAC. The lagoon should be emptied, dug out and sludge removed. This issue is still in progress, Council will continue to update.


Denise mentioned that an MNR meeting was held September 7, 2006. The meeting was initiated by Norman Dokis Jr. to discuss the Lake Nipissing Management Plan.

It was announced that Forestry has been added under Economic Development and that Jack is taking on the added department. Denise stated that there are no dollars for forestry. Extra funding from INAC was received to compensate for wages and added/reassigned duties of this program.


A BCR was presented to Council for signature however, due to lack of quorum, Council was unable to pass BCR at this time.


Brian Lariviere mentioned that some Emergency Response members were discussing the possibility of getting a large generator due to the power outage Dokis endured this year. As a result Brian has been getting some quotes. One quote was $33,000 plus hookup $2,200. It would be an investment for the future. Council replied that the Health Department accessed funding and could possibly put $10,000 towards the generator. Many in attendance agreed that it would be a good idea to look into smaller generators for the band office, clinic and perhaps the police station. The clinic has refrigeration issues in regards to safekeeping of insulin, immunization as well as other health supplies.


Denise announced that the Employment Councillor position was awarded to Marie Dokis. Marie’s start date is September 25, 2006.


Council reported that the Band Administrator/Manager job posting has gone out. It will also be posted on the Band’s website. The deadline for applications is September 21, 2006.


Council announced that a job posting also went out for an ICT Technician. Randy Restoule was the successful candidate and he began work on September 11, 2006. Funding is through KNET and he is being paid directly from their organization. The program deals with computer/internet access and will also collaborate with the school and run to December 15, 2006.


Band Members announced that there are many housing problems. There are rental issues, water heating issues, installations and inspections that need to be done. Tenants in attendance said that work was not done. Council will arrange to deal with these matters.


Council announced that a job posting for one Teacher position/resignation will be posted.


It was also announced that Norman Dokis Jr., Brian Lariviere and Jack Restoule are presently looking into funding for an outdoor rink facility. They would like the outdoor rink to be cemented and not pavement, have a change room and be available for year round use. Everyone in attendance agreed that it was a good idea for the kids and it would also be nice to have a roof. Council said to feel free to pass on ideas to these gentlemen.

Request:
Tom Dokis Jr. asked about the Emergency Response Team, he asked if the Band has to update names, do minor changes, etc. It was mentioned that we have one in place but there are a few changes. Council mentioned that the Clinic Manager is looking into funding and training dollars also.


Carl Dokis requested if the gravel patch on the road by Emery Dokis’ could be flattened and whether the roads department could do something about it. Gilbert Dokis replied that it could be but will not solve the problem and leave a hole instead. Council discussed that there is discussion to repave next summer as it’s too late now, too cold. It will be an expensive project but the Band would like to patch and fix.


Martin McQuabbie, Band #260, requested lot #222 just past Gilbert Dokis Sr.’ cottage on the Upper French. Council noted the request and that there is a 30 day wait period until lots are able to be claimed.
