Adoption of Agenda:
The agenda was amended, BCR # 1332 was added.

MOTION:
Moved by Roger Restoule, seconded by Derek Restoule that the agenda be adopted as amended.  All in favour.  Carried.

Presentation:
Chief Denise Restoule introduced guests in attendance, 
Norman Dokis Jr and Jack Restoule.  Jack did a presentation on Band initiatives regarding the Natural Capital Protection Plan.  It was mentioned that we need a plan on how to protect our land, lakes, wildlife and fish.  Norman Jr spoke on the Development of a Resource Stewardship Council.  Norm said involvement from community members is required to sit on this committee.  Norm works with MNR and he can access reports on studies which could help in sustaining our resources.  They discussed the importance of a Game Warden.  Norm is planning a workshop at the end of November to form the committee and flyers will be sent out to the community members.

Announcements

& Reports:
PUBLIC WORKS MEETING HELD SEPTEMBER 28/06.

Denise provided an update on the meeting.  The issue of the bridge was discussed and Public Works has done some repairs.  The weight load was mentioned so we would have to find dollars to build a new bridge.  Denise also said that we do not own the gravel at the pit, it still belongs to Public Works.  A permit is required from INAC but they will not issue for 50 years only every 5 years.  A Road Access Extension Agreement is to be signed until outstanding issues are resolved.

TRIBAL COUNCIL RETREAT – SEPTEMBER 20TH & 21ST/06


Denise attended the retreat.  Some topics were:  Housing Department announced a 3 day course for skilled carpenters is available to upgrade on the new Building Code, Rules, etc.  Also Water Quality Training is 
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available for Water Plant workers, the AFN is planning a Housing initiative for First Nations and training was done on the generation gap between baby-boomers and youth today.  It gave reasons why we have different values.  It was mentioned that it would be beneficial to have this Trainer come to our community.
An Endangered Species Act presentation was done.

NORTH BAY HOSPITAL PRESENTATION HELD SEPTEMBER 26/06

Denise stated that a presentation was given to Council by the North Bay Hospital.  They were here to request a donation from the Band for the dialysis unit which will cost $250,000 to build.  It would be called the “First Nation Dialysis Unit” with our name on it when done.  It was mentioned that Nipissing First Nation has already donated $100,000 from their fundraising proceeds toward the unit and Denise said maybe we could do something also.
ONTARIO FIRST NATIONS LTD PARTNERSHIP (CASINO)

MEETING HELD OCTOBER 2ND TO 4TH/06

There is talk about a deal where First Nations would become part of receiving funds (revenue) from all casinos in Ontario.  Negotiations are still on-going and they would like to start a First Nation Casino Authority.  Another meeting will be held in December 2006.

Denise mentioned our last payments are down due to the casino drop in revenue since the non-smoking ban.

BCR FOR SIGNATURE

BCR # 1332 regarding Clifford Restoule estate, discharge mortgage was read and signed by Council.

BCR # 1329 regarding a Lot allocation, Martin McQuabbie Band Number 360 was read and signed by Council.
BCR # 1330 regarding a Lot allocation, Sylvia Veronica Dokis Band Number 622 was read and signed by Council.

BCR # 1331 regarding a Lot allocation, Derrick Miles Restoule Band Number 417 was read and signed by Council.

Requests:
Brian Lariviere asked what to do with the Complex backstage because it is rotting.  He was told to take steps off and put up a sign for now until it can be repaired.


Gilbert Dokis Sr asked about his property he got in 1994.  Does he have to build on it?  Denise replied that it cannot be enforced because he received the lot before the law came into force.  Claudine Restoule will be notified for his lot allocation and BCR.


Emery Dokis asked about the old graveyard mess.  Gilbert replied that they are going to fill in the hole and it will be a parking lot when it’s completed.
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Emery Dokis also asked why everyone is quitting at the Band office and why we have problems at the school.  He said he’s never seen anything like this before.  Denise replied no one knows what’s going on, they all resigned before new Council took office, files are missing and we’ve never seen anything like this also.


Linda Barnes asked what could be done about an incident by a Band member on Sunday night.  Denise responded by indicating the person is in jail and speaking to a lawyer.  The Band will keep in touch with police and see what the court decides in this matter.  Denise also mentioned that Ken Dokis was contacted to see if the APS could patrol more.


A Band member asked if we are going to have a Game Warden?  Council replied that a posting should be done before the hunt.  It was also discussed that some Band members are bringing non-natives in to hunt and how do we control it?  Most in attendance agreed that we need a Game Warden so these incidents can be reported.


Gilbert Dokis questioned whether you can rent homes to non-natives.  He stated that they are using our water, wood, roads, other resources and don’t have to pay taxes.  This issue was discussed and the problems it would create.  It was agreed that this issue be looked into further.


A Band member asked about the Land Leasing, what is happening?


Denise stated that Council has not spoken about it yet.  Roger added that a referendum must be held on it and it would be controlled by our Land Code which we will vote on in January 2007.


The Land Leasing at the bridge was discussed.  Council replied that the lessee pays on a yearly lease.


Mabel Dokis voiced her concerns about an incident at the Dokis School.  Denise intervened stating that Mabel come into the Band Office tomorrow to discuss her concerns.

Next Band Meeting:
The Band Meeting for November 2006 is cancelled due to the hunt.  The next Band Meeting will be held December 12, 2006.
