Band meeting called to order at 7:06 pm.

Adoption of

Agenda:
Agenda presented to Council for review.  There were no additional items.

MOTION:
Moved by Tina Restoule, seconded by Roger Restoule that the agenda be accepted.  All in favour.  Carried.

Minutes:
Minutes of Band meeting held March 20/07 were read.


One error reported under Announcements; should read, “meeting to be held with Jim Quigley from MTO” and not, “Jim Quigley and MTO.”

MOTION:
Moved by Roger Restoule, seconded by Tina Restoule that minutes be accepted with error corrected.  All in favour.  Carried.

Business from

Minutes:
It was mentioned that no funding for March was received from Casino Rama and it is likely, limited funding will continue to be an issue.


Land Code meetings have been rescheduled to May 24th & 25th/07 with Jenny Restoule-Malozzi and Gerry Duquette.  It was stated that Jenny and Gerry were previously hired to assist in this matter.  Community consultations will occur at a later date.


No survey has been done in regards to fire protection, only soil samples.  The Tribal office will assist in this process.


The lot requested by David Jones is being looked into by Claudine Restoule.  Claudine has checked minutes and found that Gord Restoule had requested the lot for Gord Jr and that an extension of 
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the lot was asked for around 1987-88, according to minutes however, no BCR or maps were located.  It was mentioned that Gord wants the lot, it was already surveyed.  Claudine will be advised to check thoroughly into minutes including Council minutes perhaps.

Pat Restoule Jr has been hired under Safer Communities Program.  The position is 4 months and Pat works 3 days per week.


It was mentioned that Councillor Derek Restoule was sent a letter regarding his seat on Council addressing non attendance at meetings.  Derek responded by faxed letter (letter read by Denise).

Denise stated that BCR’s for their daughter’s lot requests required signature however, Roger and Denise declared conflict.  INAC was consulted and it was suggested that a notation be made to this effect.  Leonard added his signature to the BCR.

Announcements

(Reports):
Denise stated that Ec Dev Worker, Jack Restoule submitted two proposals to CORDA and both received approval in the amount of $10,000 and $15,000.  Jack is looking into a GIS system, mapping and water system.  It was mentioned that lagoon info was not found and that important documents would be kept safe as it is a very secure system.  Info is protected, saves time and has the ability to access info easily.

A meeting was held with Hydromega regarding the Small Hydro Project.  A Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) has been drafted and is presently being reviewed by Council.  A community review will follow at a later date.  The MOU does not bind us into anything as Hydromega will absorb all cost.  If we sign the MOU, research will be undertaken by Hydromega. Surveys will be done and by fall we should know cost to produce.  Whether we proceed or not, must be evaluated first.

If project is feasible, we may see a high-level employment rate as well as future revenue for our First Nation.  Construction could also occur as early as next summer.

Band members added that it would be an opportunity to look into especially if we are not binded financially, to do the

study first before anything is agreed upon.  Martin Restoule mentioned that our future was dependent on logging and tourism before but that is quickly dissolving and we should look to the future for our younger generation.  Members agreed and 
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encouraged Council to proceed with the study.  It was stated that if we wait too long the opportunity may be lost.
Leonard said that Wind Power could also be considered as Magnetawan, Henvey and Wiki are looking into similar projects.
It was announced that the Governance Negotiation Sessions will take place May 9th & 10th/07 at the complex and everyone is invited to attend.
The Robinson Huron Treaty Claim Annuity payment was discussed.  The $4.00 Treaty Pay has never increased and if we continue to support the treaty claim process as we have in the past, we may see an increase of more than $4.00 in the future.  Denise stated that this was discussed at the Council level and it was suggested that our Band submit the contribution however, we would like to consult with Band members also.  It was mentioned that many other Bands have contributed and that we were signed on along with those other Bands.  The cost is $20,000.

If we contribute, payments will be $2,000 on March 31st, $3,000 on May 31st, $5,000 on July 5th and $10,000 on September 30th/07.

Those in attendance agreed that Council continue to make payment towards the claim.
It was stated that the Band is receiving inquiries from people on & off reserve asking if they can cut and sell firewood.  Most inquiries were in reference to Roland Restoule and whether they can do the same.  Council stated that dues must be paid.  There was discussion on dues not being paid, no use of permits, people taking wood off reserve without permission, hauling out wood late at night and certain people being seen doing this on a daily basis.  Members added that trucks are hauling out wood, some are from Noelville but there are many others.  This is getting out of hand and many are disrespecting our resources.  It was said that many of our own members are giving permission for people to come in to take wood.  Members asked what Council is doing about this.

It was said that the Band should be giving permission for wood leaving our reserve.

Denise mentioned that all this was discussed at the Council level and that a decision was made that all cutting is to be stopped.  Leonard added that dues must be paid.  Dues are collected and put 

into Trust and that is everyone’s money.  No dues are being collected therefore, a notice will be sent out to the community to this effect and a sign will be posted.
Members added that perhaps the APS should be consulted.
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Claudine Restoule will be attending Land Management Training at the University of Saskatchewan beginning April 30th/07.  It is a 2 year course and she has to attend so many weeks at a time.  Members asked who will replace her while she is gone.  Tina added that Claudine has provided a schedule, has sent out a notice and we have her number to contact, if needed.
Requests:
Martin Restoule requested a piece of land beside the old Chief Commanda dock.  It is closer to his dad’s property and he would like to build a dock.  Leonard stated he should check where the lot was surveyed as the Band sold to the Marina and other people own property around the area.  It was suggested that he consult with Claudine Restoule on the matter first.

Members requested/suggested if programs being held within the community, could be offered in the evenings rather than days.  It was mentioned that many people work during the day and cannot attend functions.  The matter will be looked into.


Debbie Dokis requested that the old graveyard stone of Michel L’aigle be looked into.  She stated that it has no foundation left and is missing.  Jim Dokis added that a tree fell down on it, it had crumbled and this was discovered when men worked there.  It could have been picked up by a bucket, dumped away.  Leonard added that it may have gone into the sand.  Debbie said that it is historical and that we should try to locate it, put it back to its original state.

Brian Lariviere asked if a tree by his driveway can be cut down, it is rotten.  He will see if Earl can have it removed.

Simone Craig requested the water to be turned on by her property on Charlie’s Bay Road.  Council directed her to inquire with Louise Dokis, Joey McManaman or Earl.

The next Band meeting will be held May 8th/07, 7:00 pm at the Complex.
