Old Business:

Chief Denise said the school septic project is delayed because a pump required is on back-order. Job should be done in early December.

There is no letter yet from INAC on funding for the lagoon.

Casino dollars haven't been received yet. Our audit was returned and re-done with new format as per letter from OFNLP.

Audit presentation to community was canceled and will be rescheduled for November.

Announcements

Hydro Mega – Chief Denise gave an update on meeting held in Toronto with Hydro Mega and Public Works. Hydro Mega said the hydro project is feasible and want to have a partnership with Band. They would put up all money to build hydro dam. We would receive 20% ownership at the start and could buy an additional 30% in 20 years.

Band members asked where we would get the money to buy our 30%. Chief Denise replied that we will get a share per year from the hydro dam profits and we would invest the money to buy our 30% share in 20 years. It was also mentioned that jobs will be created to build the line and people will be hired to maintain the plant. Dam would be run by computer. We are getting advice to see if this would be a good partnership and our auditor will be reviewing it.

APS Review

A consultant came in to do a review on APS service. All concerns from Band members about lack of services were given.

Hunting Regulations

Hunting regulations need to be discussed. Denise said Council discussed it at last night's Council meeting and many topics included the Inter-Treaty Harvesting Accord endorsed in the 1990's. Treaty areas were mentioned and status members from other treaty areas would require a letter and BCR from Council because this is required if stopped by MNR when leaving the reserve.

A discussion was held on who requires a hunting license, should we charge for members from other treaty areas and members from other First Nations? It was also stated that guides are required and 1 guide for 3 hunters is the regulation. Non-native guides was also mentioned and it was stated that they should buy a license because they are hunting. Members asked why non-natives are being hired as guides? It was said that they can't find guides here on the reserve. It was felt that there are members available for guiding from on and off reserve. This issue will be left as is however, it will be discussed again. James Dokis Sr. said some fishing license books are given out to some members. We will check at the Band Office if there are license books not returned.

It was announced that hunting licenses are now $40. It was also suggested that no moose hunting be allowed during the 2 weeks of the deer hunt. Another discussion was held on problems with any changes so close to hunting season. It was decided to put on hold, any new hunting regulations and that a notice be sent to Band members on any proposed regulations.

James Dokis Sr. asked about a logging meeting. James was told that a meeting will be held after the hunt.

Community Audit

Chief Denise announced that the community audit presentation will be held November 21/07 at the Complex beginning at 7 pm.

Projects

Two projects received approval. The projects are Species at Risk (2 people hired) and Non-timber forest (2 people hired).

Charlie's Bay

Council discussed the lot's at Charlie's Bay. Should we still lease these lots or allot to members who want to build a home. It was said that if we do not lease, how do we change for allocating lots? Policies would have to be made. Members said that they would like to see members build instead of leasing and should be full-time residence. Members asked about the big dock. Would Band members still be able to use? It was said that yes, this is public property for member use.

Debbie Dokis requested a BCR for her lot, James Dokis Jr. and Charlie Lariviere. She was told that they will be ready for next Band meeting.

Tina Lariviere asked about the dog by-law and if it being used. It was stated no, we would have to get facilities, dog catcher, etc. There are some problems with dogs running at large, people are frightened. It was said that APS be contacted if owner(s) do not deal with it.

Tim requested that stop signs be replaced. Tina will check the roads budget and get road crew to look at signs that need changing. 

Gilbert Dokis mentioned high school visit from health workers who told students about the death of Derek Restoule. He was concerned about how this was handled and why parents were not notified about it. Chief Denise said we are dealing with the workers and a protocol will be followed by all workers.

Randy Restoule requested a lot towards Wayne's camp. He presented info and map to Council. The 30 day waiting period is in effect.
