Meeting called to order at 7:02 pm.

Adoption of Agenda:

Agenda was reviewed by Council.  There were no additions.

The minutes of November 20/07 Band meeting were read.  No errors reported.

Old Business:

Lagoon;
Tendering will go out to repair existing lagoon and build another cell.  A site visit will occur in January, Feherty will monitor tendering process, tenders to be reviewed at Tribal Office with an early February closing date for tendered bids.
Infrastructure Funding Proposal;

It was reported that a proposal is being worked on to address our roads/bridges upgrading costs and an administration/lands building is being researched.  A proposed 5000 sq ft building would house a GIS system room, document storage, map storage and possible clerk and administrator position.  Skills training would also be looked into for GIS system imput of data.
Rules of Conduct;
An incident was mentioned that occurred at the last Band meeting.  The incident involved a personal attack against the Chief and a Councillor.  It was stated that this should no longer be tolerated and feedback from the community is needed to address these types of occurrences.  Tina added that police involvement seemed too extreme however; members felt it should be considered if needed.

Some comments received from Band members include the closing of a meeting, removal from a meeting and rules should be implemented and enforced.  A code of conduct is being drafted and will be presented at the next Band meeting.
New Business:

Announcements/Reports;

Info was received from the AFN before Christmas regarding School Nutrition Programs.  It was reported that out of 530 schools, 300 responded and six schools were selected in Ontario.  Dokis participated and was one of the entries selected for a pilot project.  Ten pilot projects will now be brought together to develop nutrition programs to combat child obesity, promote good nutrition and could possibly employ one person to administer in the school.
Denise was approached at an AFN meeting held in December to see if we had any veterans for a project to mark gravesites.  Graveside markers to be identified with the possibility of erecting a monument.

Denise discussed the Auditor General’s Audit presentation at the AFN meeting she attended.  The Federal Government is still suggesting that Bands are not accountable and that audits must be done.  Even though INAC receives many reports, approximately 168 reports per Band are sent yearly, this is not enough.  However, the Auditor General’s Audit of past years identified that there were too many reports.  Her position can only make recommendations, she cannot influence the funding allocations.
In recent months, we were contacted by Canada Post requesting  911 addresses of all residents.  Noelville Post Office was considering door to door delivery of mail.  At that time, Denise inquired about having our own postal code for Dokis.  She discussed problems we experience with insurance companies, purolator package deliveries, election notices, package pickups/returns as well as confusion in trying to explain our civic addresses to companies off reserve.  Correspondence was sent to MP Tony Clement, who in turn forwarded to CEO of Canada Post listing our concerns.  We will continue to update the issue.
Requests:

Louis Burton, Band # 347, requesting a lot allocation (received by mail) for lot along Restoule River by his sister, Evelyn.  Map attached.  Will check with Claudine.
Diane Thibeault, Band # 758, requesting a lot allocation (received by mail) for lot along Restoule River adjacent to Barbara Burton.  Map attached.  Will check with Claudine since location might be too close to bridge.
Horace Viens, Band # 528, requesting a lot allocation across from Hemlock Bay for a camp.  Map presented and reviewed by Council.  A 30 day wait period applies.

Brian Lariviere requested the outdoor lighting be fixed in the complex parking lot area, school, etc.  It was suggested that Brian check the electrical specs to see what type of bulbs are needed so we can order.

Burnt streetlights were also mentioned.  Tina will check into this further and have them fixed.  She has already contacted an electrician but needs to secure a date.
Leonard Dokis asked about the hydro project.  He said we should begin work on training programs, getting people trained in this area.  Denise said planning is needed in order for negotiations to move forward and Marie Dokis could be approached to look into training opportunities.  Leonard added that fibre optic exists on highway 69, if line is brought in here, possibility for high speed internet, etc.  It was also mentioned that the City of Sudbury is also interested in our hydro project.  We will continue to update this venture.
Signatures/Agreements:

The Health Agreement/Funding Growth was presented to Council for signature.  This was signed by Council.

BCR for joint lot allocation was presented to Council for signature.  The allocation for Arthur John Howard Restoule and Danette Joyce Restoule was not signed by Council due to an incorrect band number and no BCR number recorded by the lands department.  We will have Claudine redo.
BCR for lot allocation to Martin Restoule, Band # 180, regarding loan payout for Lot # 22 was signed by Council.  However, it was noted that a BCR number must be added.
BCR for lot allocation to Marie Baker, Band # 483, regarding Lot # 140 in Restoule River adjacent to Rheal Roberge, was not signed by Council due to no BCR number recorded and required a clearer map.
