Mission Statement

Through local management, health services delivery focuses on a holistic approach offering western and traditional healing choices. The complimentary relationship between the two healing traditions impacts on disease prevention, facilitation of recovery from illness and enhancement of well-being.

By concentrating on awareness, skills development, disease prevention, health promotion and community development, the individual and the community will make a personal commitment in improving the quality of life.

Program Support Clerk

Assists all local community health program staff by do typing, photocopying, and receptionist duties and is the key personnel for data entry for the Health Information System. Coordinates local medical transportation services and arranges logistics for distant travel. Activates requests for all non-insured health benefits. Publish a monthly community newsletter for the health programs and services.

Community Health Nurse

Maintains all mandatory health programs and control of communicable diseases through the immunization program. Conducts screenings, teaches self-care and monitors conditions to ensure wellness and proper maintenance of acute and chronic disease. Provides educational sessions promoting optimal physical, mental, social, and emotional health to individuals, families, and community.

Community Health Representative

Promotes wellness through home visits, school visits and educational workshops on specific health topics. Demonstrates disease and illness prevention strategies and provides follow-up visits. Administers first level emergency care and advocates for the community in securing services, benefits, special aids and support for special needs of clients.

Drug & Alcohol Prevention Worker

Promotes responsible use of alcohol through education/awareness and skills development to all age groups. Through community development initiative, motivates community/membership to take ownership of problems and to design specific plans of action to resolve/lessen addiction rate. Provides counseling and referral for treatment and develops an after care support.

Native Child Welfare Prevention Worker

To help improve and strengthen family relationships in the community by promoting healthy family life through educational workshops, facilitating access for families, crisis intervention, and advocacy for families with other agencies and/or services. Furthermore, to work in conjunction with the Children’s Aid Societies, and to provide services under the Child and Family Services Act, such as notifying the Children’s Aid Society of cases requiring investigation of neglect or abuse, planning cooperatively with the Children’s Aid Society in development of child abuse prevention programs, and recruiting and developing a small network of foster homes on reserve.

Mental Health Worker

Promotes mental well being through educational workshops and skills development for recognition and prevention of mental illness. Provides alternative methods of coping as an individual, as a family, and as a community in crisis situations.

Community/Youth Wellness Promotion Worker

Promotes a healthy social environment through education, skills development utilizing a community development approach for ownership and effective resolution of problems. Provides support and intervention in the prevention and alleviation of grief and pain due to family breakdown, violence, suicide and death.

Diabetes Educator

Provides a community based prevention and awareness program through educational workshops and initiative that support lifestyle changes. Provides individual and family with skills for early detection of diabetes, self-management of the disease and its complications.

Medical Driver

Provides safe and efficient transportation to medical appointments for clients to access health services in the local catchments area of Sturgeon Falls, North Bay and Sudbury. Provides “after hours” transportation to local hospitals for non-life threatening emergencies.
